
VOICES/VOCES
Intervention Description
VOICES/VOCES is a group-level, single-session, video-based program designed to encourage condom use and improve condom negotiation skills among high-risk heterosexual (HRH) African Americans and HRH Hispanics. 
Outcome Monitoring Survey
The purpose of the outcome monitoring survey is to provide evidence of impact on program participants’:
· Knowledge about HIV infection and prevention.
· Knowledge of safe sex negotiation tactics.
· Knowledge about effective condom use.
The outcome monitoring survey was developed in collaboration with Texas DSHS prevention partners (prevention partners, hereafter) as a knowledge test for instruction on effective condom use and safe sex negotiation. The primary focus in designing this survey was brevity, so that it can be used in a pre/post protocol within the short time span that the intervention occurs.

The pre/post questionnaire measures knowledge of HIV transmission, knowledge about effective condom use skills, and safe sex negotiation tactics.

Measurement Objectives
The following is an example of an objective that can be assessed with the survey:
HIV, Condom Use, and Safe Sex Negotiation Knowledge

___% of clients who do not demonstrate mastery (at least 6 out of 7 questions correct on the knowledge test) of HIV, Condom Use, and Safe Sex Negotiation Knowledge at pretest will demonstrate mastery at posttest.
Appropriate Use of Questionnaires

These questionnaires have been used in the field but have not been subjected to rigorous psychometric analysis. Accordingly, results from responses to questionnaires are appropriate for identifying potential areas for program improvement, as well as program strengths. The results they provide should not be seen as the basis for inferences about the associations among determinants and client behaviors.
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
