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Medication Aides Growth Trends

This fact sheet is an overview of the trends, distribution, and demographics of medication aides in Texas. In
2022, there were 6,667 actively licensed medication aides in Texas. 

� This number represented a 32.6% decrease since 2017 and a 36.0% decrease since 2012 (Figure 1).

� The ratio of the Texas population per one medication aide in 2012 was 2,511:1 and in 2022 was 
4,600:1. The ratio of population to medication aide has increased by 83.2% since 2012 (Figure 2).1

� The ratio of the Texas population to one 
medication aide was higher in metropolitan 
counties compared to non-metropolitan 
counties.

� The ratio of the Texas population to one 
medicaton aide was higher in border counties 
compared to non-border counties. 

� 51 counties had no medication aides  
(Figure 3).

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Demographics of Medication Aides

Age
Within 10 years, 19.0% of the current Texas 
medication aide workforce will be 65 years of age 
(Figure 4). 

� 2.7% of medication aides in Texas were over 
65 years of age in 2022. 

� 15.4% of medication aides were between 36 
and 40 years of age.

� Age data were available for 6,604 of 6,667 
medication aides (99.1%).
